What does the ASWB Examination Committee do?
The Examination Committee is charged with:

1. Reviewing, editing, and approving items by committee process.

2. Ensuring that all items are linked to appropriate Knowledge, Skill, and   

Ability statements (KSAs), and assigned to the appropriate ASWB 

examination.

3. Evaluating pretested items, including performance statistics, to decide 

whether such items should be deleted, included in the scored 

item banks, or edited further and pretested again.

4. Reviewing, through volunteers or designees, new forms of all ASWB 

examinations before use to evaluate item content and overall 

quality.

5. Participating in passing score studies or other psychometric support 

services as needed.

6. Contributing to policy decisions regarding item composition, content, and 

phrasing.
