1. Examination History

ASWB offers Associate, Bachelors, Masters, Advanced Generalist and Clinical examinations:
· The Associate examination is intended for entry-level professionals who do not hold a baccalaureate or masters degree in social work, and who may or may not have post-education social work experience. This examination is used in only a few jurisdictions.
· The Bachelors examination is intended for entry-level BSW practitioners, with or without post-degree practice experience, who deliver direct or indirect services in an organizational setting.  Prior to mid-2004, this examination was known as the Basic. Before 1990, it was called level A.

· The Masters examination is intended for entry-level MSW practitioners, with or without post-MSW degree practice experience, who deliver direct or indirect services in an organizational setting. Prior to mid-2004, this examination was known as the Intermediate, and before 1990 was called level B.

· The Advanced Generalist examination is intended for MSW practitioners with a minimum of two years post-MSW practice experience who deliver direct or indirect services in a variety of settings as autonomous practitioners. Prior to mid-2004, it was known as the Advanced.
· The Clinical examination is intended for MSW practitioners with a minimum of two years post-MSW practice experience who deliver direct clinical social work services as autonomous practitioners, either in organizations or private settings. Prior to 1990, a single examination, level C, was given to those testing above the Masters level.
